Overview:  We will be covering most of chapters 6-9, and 11-12 of the textbook.  This includes: more techniques of integration, inverse functions, applications (and MORE applications!) of integrals, (and my favorite) sequences and series.

Recitation Overview:  I’d like to have recitation be more or less student driven.  What I mean by this is that I won’t plan out any particular lesson, so our sessions will boil down to a Q&A format.  Before class, I will have gone over all of the homework, so I will be in a position (hopefully) to answer questions you have.  At then end of recitation, a short quiz (1 or 2 questions) will be given.  The question(s) will be modeled on a homework problem.

Homework:  Homework will be assigned during lecture on MWF.  The following week, recitation will cover this homework set, which will be due the following Monday at 5 PM.  Homework will NOT be accepted late, except in one instance:  If homework is due after a religious holiday occurs, it can be submitted up to 1 week late.  Solutions will be posted Monday evening, on my website for this course (www.math.upenn.edu/~devito/math104ta.html).  I understand that the policy regarding late homework is strict, and I also understand that life happens.  To accommodate any unforeseen issues you may have, the lowest 2 homework grades will be dropped.

Homework will be graded as follows:  I will randomly select 3 problems and grade those for correctness on a scale from 0 to 3.  Trivial arithmetic errors will be ignored (unless they are plentiful).  Finally, assuming we (the instructor, other TA, and I) agree on this, I’ll give another point for completion, making each homework set worth and even 10 points.

Quizzes:  Quizzes will be given at the end of each recitation (with a few exceptions, one of which is the week of September 10).  Quizzes will be comprised of 1 or 2 questions, closely modeled on the current homework set (the one assigned the week before).  As with the homework policy, no makeup quizzes will be offered, unless one is missed for religious reasons.  To alleviate the strictness of this policy, the lowest 2 quiz grades will be dropped.

Midterms/Final:  There will be 2 midterms and a final exam.  As far as I know, no date has been given for the midterms.  The final occurs during the 1st day of final exams, which  is Dec. 12th, at 9 AM.  The location has not yet been determined.
