Lecture: 
Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday 1:00 – 3:10 in TOWNE 305.  It will usually cover two sections of the text per lecture, with a five to ten minute break in between each section
Overview:  We’ll be covering most of chapters 13-16, 10, and 18.  This is a lot of material to cover in just over a month, so we will be moving quite fast (covering roughly one section for each hour of class).  I strongly suggest you make sure you MA 104 background is strong – a little bit of self review may be necessary in order to keep up.  In particular, I will use many of the results of MA 104 without describing the ins and outs of how to use them.  If you have specific background questions feel free to e-mail me or talk to me during office hours.

Blackboard will be used for both grade keeping and the posting of quiz/midterm/final solutions.  I haven’t yet decided if I’ll be posting homework solutions, as (see below) homework won’t be graded.

Attendance:  Attendance is vital if you want to do well in this class.  While you do not receive a grade for attendance, I will take attendance records into account when determining final grades.  For instance, if your grade is borderline between a B and a C, and your attendance is good, I will most likely bump you up to a B.

Homework:  Homework assignments will be given during each lecture.  They will almost always (probably always) be the core problems found here.  Homework will NOT be collected or graded.  However, I STRONGLY suggest you still work most of the problems – doing problems is the ONLY way to learn mathematics.  Feel free to ask about any homework problems (or any other problems) either in class or during office hours.
Quizzes:  There will be four quizzes, all given on Thursdays.  The dates of them will be May 29th, June 5th, June 19th, and June 26th.  They will NOT be cumulative, and will be given the beginning 10-20 minutes of class.  Make ups will be allowed, but please don’t abuse this.  We will be taking the same quizzes as Dragos’ class.
Midterm:  There will be one midterm, given during the second hour of class on Thursday June 12th.  It WILL be cumulative.  No policy has yet been decided on either make ups or cheat sheets.  Again, we will be taking the same midterm as Dragos’ class.
Final Exam:  The final exam will be held on Thursday July 3rd.  It will be a two hour exam.  It will also be cumulative.  Again, no policy has been decided on cheat sheets.  Again, we will be taking the same midterm as Dragos’ class.
Final Grades:  Final grades will be given out in the usual calculus manner -   roughly, the top 30% get A’s, the middle 30% get B’s, and the bottom 30% get C’s.  However, if you grade is above a 90%, even if you’re not in the top 30%, you will still get an A.  Similarly, being above 80% guarantees at least a B, and 70% and up guarantees at least a C.
