Lecture: 
Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday 1:00 – 3:10 in 3C6.  It will usually cover two sections of the text per lecture, with a ten minute break during the lecture.

Overview:  We will be covering most of chapter 12 (respectively 15) of the Thomas/Finney (respectively Stewart) Calculus book, as well as another section or two.  Then, we’ll move onto the Probability section of the course, covering most of all 5 chapters of the Probability half of the second book.  Finally, we’ll cover the Matrix section, hitting most of the 3 chapters in the second half of the second book.  This is a lot of material to cover in a month and a half, so we will be moving quite fast (covering roughly one section for each hour of class).

Attendance:  Attendance is vital if you want to do well in this class.  While you do not receive a grade for attendance, I will take attendance records into account when determining final grades.

Homework:  Homework will be assigned twice weekly.  The first assignment, due in class on Thursday, will cover Monday’s and Tuesday’s lecture.  The second assignment, due in class on the following Monday, will cover Wednesday’s and Thursday’s lecture.  Homework will be given in class (at least, when I remember to) and posted online.

Homework is VERY important as a tool for solidifying the concepts and ironing out any misconceptions you have with the lecture.  Further, it’s good practice, builds intuition, and helps you remember what has been covered.  As such, it is very important that you do each assignment, and that you don’t just copy the solutions from the solutions manual.

The grading of homework will proceed as follows:  Three problems from each assignment will be selected and graded for correctness on a scale from 0 to 3, for a total of 9 points.  Then, up to a point will be given for general completion.  Thus, the total possible score on each homework set is 10 points.

Tests:  There will be three tests, each given during the first hour of class.  They will be on Tuesday, 7/17, 7/24 and Tuesday, 7/31.  The first test will cover part 1 of our course (multivariable calculus).  The second will cover the first 3 chapters of part 2 of our course (probability).  The last test will cover the rest of the probability section (and maybe a bit of the matrix stuff).  If you can’t make a test, PLEASE let me know BEFORE the test.  We’ll arrange some sort of make up test.

The final exam will be held on Thursday 8/9.  It will be a  two hour exam, half covering the matrix part of the course; the other half cumulative.
